AN ACT to authorise the Hxtension of “The
Hastern Railway.”
[ Assented to, 7th April, 1881.]

HEREAS it is expedient to authorise the extension and

¥ maintenance of “The Eastern Railway ” from Guildford to
a point in the neighborhood of Chidlow’s Well designated in the
Schedule hereto: Be it enacted by His Excellency the Governor of
Western Australia and its Dependencies, by and with the advice
and consent of the Legislative Council thereof, as follows :-—

THIS Act may be cited as - The Eastern Railway Extension
Act, 1881”7

2 IT shall be lawiul to extend and maintain the Railway from
Guildford to a point in the neighborhood of Chidlow’s Well
designated in the Schedule hereto, with all necessary, proper, and
usual works and conveniences 1n connection therewith, in the line,
and upon the lands described in the said Schedule.

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@ 1T shall not be lawful in extending the said railway, o for
any purpose whatever, for the Commissioner of Railways to Cnter
upon, resume, or take any portion of that piece of land in the towy,
of Gildford known as “ Stisling Square,” any Act, law, ov authority
to the contrary notwithstanding. :

DESCRIPTION OF LINE OF RAILWATY.

The extension commences at a point in the Southern portion of Lot No. 16, in the township of
Gruildford, by a curve of about 20c. radiug in an easterly divection; thence in a straight line through
the South-East corner of Town Lot 97 to a point on the South side of Stirling Square in James Street;
thénce by a eurve of 40 chains yadius to the centre of James Street, and thence in a siraight line along
the centre of James Street and Mangles Street to a point about opposite Town Lot 40; thence by a
reverse curve of abowut 15 chains radius to a point on the Sounth side of Swan Street; thence in a straight
line hearing 56° 0/ 117 to and across Swan Street ab 52¢. 161 and 54de. 831, being respectively 1,042 and
1,263L from Waylen Street; thence through loes. 88, 89, 90, and 91 to and across Hast at 70c. 411, and 72¢.
181, the distance from the Hast side of the street to the York Road being 641 ; thence across loc. 27 and
into loc.
